In a tiny Zapotec-speaking village, the local Agave is distilled using a centuries-old technique. On the third 
distillation, they throw in wild mountain apples and plums, plantains, pineapples and a few almonds. They 
then suspend a raw chicken in the atmosphere of the still. The vapour passes over the chicken, dehydrating 
and darkening it as it goes, until it condenses into this crystal clear Mezcal.  At the end, the chicken’s shrivelled 
remains are immediately transferred to the family shrine.  Due to the use of wild local fruits with a very short 
season, production is extremely limited.  This is a rare chance to try one of the most unusual, interesting and 
complex spirits around with smoke, fudge, spice, fruit, salt and a definite savouriness (chicken?).
