�Margarita £5.95
Olmeca Gold tequila, fresh lime juice and Grand
Marnier. Actress Majorie King was supposedly the
inspiration for this world famous cocktail when she
visited a restaurant (Rancho La Gloria) near Tijuana,
Mexico in 1948. 

�Daiquiris £5.95
Pre-revolutionary Havana – casino’s, yachts and
movie stars. Step back in time and gracefully sip
these decadent classic Cuban cocktails.

The base is Havana Club Anejo Blanco rum,
enhanced with fresh lime juice and sugar and any of
these fresh fruits...
