Portobello Road No.171 London Dry Gin  42% 10.50 
A gin specially designed by Jake Burger from the Portobello Star, home of the London Ginstitute. A solid and traditional 
London Dry Gin, distilled in West London. 
 

Hendrick's Gin  41.4% 11.00 
A superb, and utterly unique, pink-tinged gin from William Grant's. Infused with rose petals and cucumber as well as the 
normal botanicals, this is a must for all gin-lovers.  
 

Bols Genever Gin  42% 10.50 
The precursor to English gins, as well as being the origin of the phrase 'Dutch Courage'. A totally authentic & unique drink that 
should be tried by anyone with an interest in gin. 
 

Jensen's Bermondsey Gin  43% 10.50 
Bursting with juniper flavour, with a luscious texture and aromatic bite, Jensen’s is a taste of what London Dry used to be. A 
revelatory mixing gin. 
 

Boudier Saffron Gin  40% 11.00 
The extraordinary (all-natural) colour of Boudier's Saffron gin is all from the gin's signature ingredient - the most expensive 
spice in the world. 
 

Sipsmith London Dry Gin   41.6% 11.00 
English Barley spirit with ten carefully selected botanicals. The result is an interpretation of the classic London Dry style that 
nods to its heritage and emerges with a wonderful burst of juniper and a zesty, citrus freshness. 
 

Sacred Gin   40% 11.00 
A handcrafted gin distilled under vacuum in London and flavoured with 12 botanicals including cardamom, fresh cut orange, 
lime and lemon and distilled frankincense (Boswellia Sacra) which gives this remarkable gin its name. 
 

Aviation Gin  42% 11.00 
A new gin based on the fuller-bodied Dutch style with rye neutral grain spirit and a ‘botanical democracy’ of Juniper, 
Cardamom, Coriander, Lavender, Anise, Sarsaparilla and Orange Peel. 
 

Monkey 47 Gin   47% 13.5 
A curious gin from the Black Forest in Germany. Made with 47 botanicals and bottled at 47%, they also use a 'secret weapon 
typical to the Black Forest' in the mix - cranberries. 
 

Dry Fly Gin   40% 12.50 
The first gin from Washington state's first grain distillery to open since Prohibition ended. Along with the traditional juniper 
they've added their own local and modern tweaks with dried Washington apples and hops. 
 

Zuidam 1 Year Old Korenwijn Jenever   38% 11.50 
Korenwijn, literally 'corn wine' is a very old-style traditional jenever - the early Dutch antecedent of modern gins. Korenwijn 
must have a minimum of 51% malt wine (a pot-distilled un-aged whisky) in its blend, with the remainder being neutral 
alcohol. This Korenwijn has been aged for 1 year in oak barrels. 
 

Junipero   49.3% 12.50 
Made with more than a dozen botanicals in their natural state, in a small copper pot still at a little distillery on Potrero Hill in 
San Francisco.  
 

Hayman's Old Tom   40% 10.50 
Heavy juniper with cardamom, angelica and a hints citrus a very heavy, complex and delightful bouquet. Other spices/scents 
are honeysuckle, mint, orange/tangerine, with cassia and orris root lingering around the edges. 
 

Whitley Neil   42% 9.50 
Whitley Neill is an independent, family run company with focus on African Botanicals - The fruit of the African Baobab Tree, 
the "Tree of Life", and Cape Gooseberries (Physalis) 
 

Plymouth Navy Strength   57% 11.00 
For almost two centuries, Her Majesty's Naval Fleet was sustained by Plymouth Gin and no ship left port without a bottle of 
Navy Strength 100 proof (57% abv) on board. 
 
Martin Millers   40% 9.50 
Holds the taste of botanical perfection in harmony with a distinctly modern feel. The nose of the spirit is a wondrous bouquet 
of blossoming jade, jasmine, juniper and the slightest touch of citrus zest.

A crisp and herbaceous wine with a full fl avour and good weight. 
 
Sacchetto, Pinot Grigio, Italy         12% 5.40  7.60 22.00 
Fresh and well-structured with a fi ne, delicate and slightly spicy bouquet. 
 
Art Series Berton Lehman, Moscato, Australia  8% 5.60 7.90 23.00                                             
The grapes were picked at optimum maturity to maximize the freshly picked grape fl avour and  
a little natural grape sugar and carbon dioxide has been retained to produce this delicate moscato style. 
 
‘Enfant Terrible’, Picpoul de Pinet, France  12.5%                  24.00 
Notes of peach on the nose with saline elements and a good depth of fl avour.  
The perfect accompaniment to seafood. 
 
DMZ, Sauvignon Blanc, South Africa  14%    27.00 
Extremely youthful and exuberant, with a grassy, citrusy bouquet. Acidity is brisk, giving an intense, mouth-watering 
experience. 
 
Meursault Le Limozin, Chardonnay, France     35.00 
A fairly big Meursault and still quite young showing a pear and apple nose and a tart and  
rich palate.

Blackberry, cassis and dried fruit aromas with a velvety texture combined with a firm structure and a long ripe finish.

It offers delicious flavours of blackcurrant and raspberry, enhanced by spicy hints on an elegant round and long palate. 
 

Clos de Torribas, Crianza, Spain  13%      24.00                                                                    
Ruby colour with soft oak and dried fruit on the nose, raspberries and warm earthy tones on the palate followed by a touch of 
oak on the finish. 
 

Don David, Malbec, Argentina  14% 6.30 9.00 26.00                   
Concentrated aromas of red fruit, spices and toasted notes from the oak. Rich and complex flavour with a very long and 
attractive aftertaste due to its round and full ripe tannins. 
 

The Black Shiraz, S.E Australia          14% 7.00 9.50 28.00                
Intense colour, huge palate, it displays vanilla, ripe plums and black cherries on the nose. The palate shows intense berry and 
rich fruit cake characters with layers of coffee and toasty oak.

Bottle Beer A little selection of beers from different corners of the globe, enjoy! 
 
Brahma             Brazil   330ml  4.8%   3.90  
Pours a clear golden colour. Grain and sweet malt can be picked up on the nose, very slight herbal hops well into 
the background. Easy to drink, a session-able must.  
 

Budvar             Czech   330ml  5%   3.90  
The Saaz hops impart a very delicate aroma, noticeable beneath the more obvious vanilla notes. On the palate, it is 
soft, smooth and slightly bitter, again with underlying vanilla, plus some grassy Saaz hop character. Aftertaste is 
subtle, lingering and slightly bitter.  
 

Leffe Blonde            Belgium   330ml  6.6%   4.10  
Fruit includes apples, sharp lemon, almond and vanilla – the cumulative effect is somehow like nougat but without 
the sweetness. This is a very pleasant, complex and well rounded beer.  
 

Peroni Nastro Azzuro           Italy    330ml  5.1%   3.90  
An intensely crisp and refreshing lager with an unmistakable touch of Italian style brewed in Italy to the original 
recipe conceived in 1963. Crisp and lightly sparkling, its unique taste is refreshing and dry with a clear-cut, clean 
character..  
 

Grolsh Swing            NL   450ml  5%    4.80  
The nose is nettly and hoppy, with lots of pungent vegetal notes and a hint of toast. On the palate there's a nice 
play between bitter hops & a certain sweetness in the finish, and there's a nice supporting malt note that adds a 
bit of weight.  
 

Hoegaarden            Belgium   330ml  4.9%   4.00  
A well-hopped, cloudy yellow-white wheat beer, considered by some to be the finest of its type, spiced with 
coriander and curaçao, an ancient but seldom practiced custom that produces a typically tangy beer with a bitter 
fruit flavour that honeys with age. 
 

Crabbies Ginger Beer       U.K 500ml  4%  4.40 
Made from a secret blend of exotic spices, fruits and fresh, fiery ginger.  
 

Newcastle Brown Ale     England  500ml  4.7%  4.40 
Fresh, smooth, and well balanced. Malt and toffee flavours blend pleasantly with a light bitterness. This is not a 
super complex brew, but it's perfect for fall: It's crisp, warm, and refreshing.  
 

Waggle Dance      England  500ml  5%   4.40 
Pale ale and crystal malt, Fuggle and Golding hops together with South American honey. The Waggle Dance is a 
movement a bee performs to alert the hive of a source of nectar.
